The modules were 18
delivered to the site over 90% complete, including
interior finishing and fixtures.

Our construction team prepared the
site, including a new septic system, assembled the building and
installed all HVAC, plumbing and electrical services. The project
also included specially reinforced steel ADA compliant access
ramps.
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
